	Formative: “Scavenger hunt.” Students listen to directions from teacher and place a small picture in the correct place on a larger scene. 

Example: Student places the picture of a bear on the mountain in the nature scene.

Summative: Vocabulary Quiz. Given all of the vocabulary on a sheet, students put the correct number next to the correct vocabulary picture based on what the teacher says. Example: Write number 3 next the picture of the mountain.
